The Awareness Workshop on Animation and Graphics was organized by Reliance Animation 

Academy (RAA) Moradabad with the aim of introducing students to the exciting fields of 

animation, graphics, and VFX. The students were informed that the Indian Animation, Visual 

Effects, Gaming, and Comics (AVGC) industry is witnessing remarkable growth, expanding 

at an annual rate of over 25–30%. As a significant contributor to India’s “Orange Economy” 

or creative economy, the sector is expected to reach a market value of $26 billion by 2030, with 

the ambition of capturing 5% of the global market share. 

The session was conducted for students of Class 10 and began with an introduction to the 

workshop theme. Mr. Manish Bhatnagar, Lead Faculty at RAA Moradabad, highlighted the 

growing importance of Animation and VFX industries and their major contribution to the 

economies of countries like Japan and the USA.
